Policy Suggestion on the Digital Dividend
SOS believes that the public stands to benefit enormously from the opening up of spare frequency capacity once the transition to digital broadcasting has been finalised. However, it is important that the DOC begins to develop policy on what is to happen to such spare frequency capacity at this stage, ie, before the dual illumination period has in fact begun.

First, SOS is of the view that it is important that broadcasting services do not lose out to telecommunication services once the spare capacity is available. All too often, broadcasting gets short-changed in this regard.

Second, SOS is also of the view that spare broadcasting frequency capacity must be made available to all three tiers of broadcasting services, that is, to community and public broadcasting as well as to commercial broadcasting. In this regard, it is going to be critical to ensure appropriate multi-plex providers of community and additional public broadcasting services, both radio and television.   

Third, SOS is of the view that, as a result of the digital dividend , the public ought to enjoy a vastly increased number of national community, public and commercial services as well as a vast number of regional, local and niched broadcasting services  across all categories.
